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Our recent School Report Card showed that we made incredible growth

academically last year. One of the areas that concerns us as a school though is
attendance. While our attendance data showed less absences than the year
before, it did show that only 56% of our students missed less than 10 days of
school last year. That means that 44% of our students missed more than 10
days of school during the 2022-2023 School Year. Our goal is to have every
student at school, every day.

Research shows that routines and regular school attendance supports
healthy social emotional development. When children have a predictable
environment, such as a structured school day, they learn to self-regulate in
organized and predictable ways. Regular school attendance encourages
positive social interactions with others. Research shows that the lack of social
interactions damages mental health. People who feel more connected to
others have lower levels of anxiety and depression, have higher levels of self-
esteem, and have greater empathy for others, and in the school setting that
means greater access to being successful in school.

| remember the first time | pretended to be sick so that | could stay
home from school. | was in the 3rd Grade. | had it all planned out ... | would
go back to bed, sleep a little more, eat breakfast, watch TV and play with my toys. What | didn’t realize at the time was that
my parents were way smarter than me, and called my bluff. My mom said that if | was too sick to go to school then | would
need to stay in bed ALL day. By 10 am | realized that my plan had backfired and that laying in bed all day when you are 8
years old is no fun at all. The next time | “took a day off school” was when my appendix burst during my senior year of high
school.

Please help your students to learn and succeed through daily school attendance. Bring them on time, and encourage
them to take full advantage of the learning opportunities that are available to them each day.

Nuestro reciente informe escolar mostraron que logramos un crecimiento académico increible el afio pasado. Sin embargo,
una de las dreas que nos preocupa la asistencia. Aunque nuestros datos de asistencia mostraron menos ausencias que el afio
anterior, mostraron que solo el 56% de nuestros estudiantes faltaron menos de 10 dias a la escuela el afio pasado. Eso significa
que el 44% de nuestros estudiantes faltaron mds de 10 dias de escuela durante el afio escolar 2022-2023. Nuestro objetivo es
tener a todos los estudiantes en la escuela, todos los dias.

Las investigaciones muestran que las rutinas y la asistencia regular a la escuela apoyan un desarrollo socioemocional
saludable. Cuando los nifios tienen un entorno predecible, como un dia escolar estructurado, aprenden a autorregularse de
manera organizada y predecible. La asistencia regular a la escuela fomenta las interacciones sociales positivas con los demds.
Las investigaciones muestran que la falta de interacciones sociales dafia la salud mental. Las personas que se sienten mds
conectadas con los demds tienen niveles mds bajos de ansiedad y depresion, niveles mds altos de autoestima y mayor empatia
por los demds, y en el entorno escolar eso significa un mayor acceso al éxito en la escuela.

Recuerdo la primera vez que fingi estar enferma para poder quedarme en casa y no ir a la escuela. Yo estaba en 3er
grado. Lo tenia todo planeado... volveria a la cama, dormiria un poco mds, desayunaria, miraria television y jugaria con mis
juguetes. De lo que no me di cuenta en ese momento fue que mis padres eran mucho mds inteligentes que yo y me
descubrieron un farol. Mi mamda dijo que si estaba demasiado enfermo para ir a la escuela, tendria que quedarme en cama
TODO el dia. A las 10 de la mafiana me di cuenta de que mi plan habia fracasado y que estar acostado en la cama todo el dia
cuando tienes 8 afios no es nada divertido. La siguiente vez que “me tomé un dia libre en la escuela” fue cuando me estalld el
apéndice durante mi ultimo afio de secundaria.

Ayude a sus estudiantes a aprender y tener éxito a través de la asistencia diaria a la escuela. Llévelos a tiempo y
animelos a aprovechar al mdximo las oportunidades de aprendizaje que tienen a su disposicion cada dia.
